Adult Services Case Management Program:  
· This program provides a “safety net” to centre county’s human services to individuals between the ages of 18 and 60.  Centre county residents who may require additional services to what is currently available are served in this program.  
· Basically, the case manager does an assessment to determine any services/needs the low-income and eligible client may have and makes any appropriate referrals and/or does fund raising to assure the client’s needs are met to help them maintain their independence and remain in their home.  
· This case management is provided to adults for whom no other appropriate case management through any other agency exists.  
· The case manager serves as a reference point, resource, and advocate for clients.   
· Services may include:  general guidance with information about various agency services, set-up of minimal homemaker / non-medical services, assistance with the completion of various forms to apply for services, assistance with scheduling appointments, finding transportation, and working extensively with other agencies to assure the needs of the client are being met.
