Transitional Housing Program (Supportive Housing Program and Bridge Housing):  

· These programs work with approved individuals and families who are homeless.  
· Housing Transitions Inc. (HTI) has 2 Bridge Housing units and 6 Supportive Housing units at scattered locations in the State College area.  
· HTI pays the rent to the landlord and is considered the tenant.  Families that go into the Transitional Housing Programs are the program participants.  
· The Transitional Housing Programs are supportive goal-oriented programs intended to assist homeless individuals and families in becoming self-sufficient and through the process of securing permanent housing.  
· Program participants are expected to meet with a case manager on a weekly basis to discuss goals and progress; and meet with the program manager on a monthly basis to discuss program and apartment issues.  
· Program participants are expected to pay 30% of their adjusted gross income as a program fee which is applied toward the rent.  
· Program participants are also required to follow the Program Agreement, Rules and Guidelines.  
· The length of stay is a maximum of 1 year in the Bridge Housing Program and 2 years in the Supportive Housing Project. 
· Any agencies affiliated with the Centre County Affordable Housing Coalition can refer homeless individuals or families to the Supportive Housing Project. The referring agency is responsible for the case management for their referral; as well as the supervision of the site to ensure the unit is kept clean and safe and being used as outlined in the Program Agreement, Rules and Guidelines.
